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Introduction
In Tullygally Primary School, Special Provision and Nursery Unit, we are constantly looking to improve home-school communication.  With the Seesaw app you can celebrate your child’s work, share in events, communicate with class teachers, and receive important updates and information.
We have been developing the use of Seesaw as a form of communication over the recent years and to date it has proven to be a highly effective and an environmentally friendly way to create a snap-shot of your child’s learning, as well as delivering important messages to our parents.

Aims:
· To allow children to share their learning experiences
· To celebrate achievement and progress
· Inspire pupils to try their best by providing an audience for their work beyond the classroom
· To deliver important messages and reminders in a class-specific way
· To facilitate with homework
· To develop a meaningful home-school connection so that parents can better support their child’s school experience.
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How does Seesaw work? 
Seesaw provides each individual child with their own Learning Journal held securely online. Parents and carers are invited to join their child’s learning journal via a QR Code or Home Learning Code.  At the start of each school year you will be given two separate codes
· A child’s code – for the child to use to share work, comment on posts etc
· A family code – for the use of the parents to directly message the class teacher and comment on their children’s work
Each code is unique to the specified child’s journal, only information relating to the child’s work will be shared. All our staff access a secure log-in relevant to their class. They can then upload observations, photos or videos; recording children’s achievements and assessing their learning. 
Children are encouraged to post relevant work here and use the platform as a digital portfolio. This digital portfolio can then be carried forward into different classes as your child progresses through school. 
Seesaw can be accessed via downloading an app for android or apple, or else alternatively via online at the seesaw webpage; https://app.seesaw.me/#/login

Who can access my Child’s Learning Journal? 
At school we have access to all of the children’s Learning Journals. The only other people that can see your child’s account will be yourselves and anyone that you share your log in details with, such as Grandparents etc. If your child is featured in a group observation or task, their photo may appear in another child’s Learning Journal.  Learning Journal’s may also be shared with relevant professional bodies as a form of evidence such as, ETI, support services etc

Seesaw Guidelines 
· All forms of communication should be kept professional at all times
· Teachers will reply within reason to messages during non-teaching time in school
· Messages will not be responded to after 4:00pm
· Any message of high priority should be delivered via phone via the school secretary
· No pupil should be connecting to Seesaw via their parent’s platform, equally parents should only be accessing Seesaw via their own family log in
· Teachers will not respond to messages that are deemed inappropriate and they will be forwarded to the Senior Leadership Team for review
· Parents will not post derogatory, defamatory, offensive, harassing or discriminatory content. Any messages deemed inappropriate in nature will result in those parents / guardians being removed from the Seesaw app. 
· As part of active social media engagement, it is considered good practice to pro-actively monitor the use of Seesaw
Can I opt-out? 
Seesaw is the school’s way of communicating your child’s learning and the way the teacher will send announcements and reminders. Should you not wish to use Seesaw, you will not receive these updates.
Review
The principal and Senior Leadership Team will constantly monitor and review the value of the app for school communication.  Guidelines for use will also be kept under review and amended as required.  The Board of Governors oversee school communication and are advised of issues and recommendations.
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
